Presentation Pointers
Subject:  It can be anything that interests you, such as making crafts, cooking, or gardening.

Title:  Use a poster board with the Title, your name, and a picture of your subject (if space allows.  Try to be clever with the title, such as “Make a Light with 4-H” instead of “How to Make a Candle.”

Introduction:  Introduce yourself and teammate (if you have one).  Explain what the subject of your presentation is.

Materials:  List the materials needed on the backside of the poster board.

Steps:  Number the steps taken to complete your presentation.  If you have a teammate divide the work and speaking equally.
Neatness:  of the work area is essential.  Keep the work area clear so the audience can see what you are doing.

Conclusion:  (Is not necessarily a summary).  Tell the audience how to use what you have showed them, and then ask for (and answer) questions from the audience.

Thank the audience for their interest.
