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MANDATED REPORTERS: County directors, 4-H YDP advisors, representatives, and camp counselors





Someone receives a call from a concerned citizen, parent, volunteer, or youth with a report of suspected child abuse





Call Sheriff’s Department or local Child Protection Agency immediately and contact the State 4-H YDP office.








Within 36 hours, file a written report. Use Form SS 8572 (Rev 12/02)





After the report is filed, no longer discuss the case. Say simply, “I am a mandated reporter, and California law clearly states that I cannot discuss any of the information on a suspected child abuse report. If I discuss any information on a suspected child abuse report with you, it is a misdemeanor crime. If you feel a suspected child abuse report was made in error, you may contact the agency which is investigating the report and direct all your questions to them (P.C. 11167.5[a].)





Do not investigate the case.





Do I report as an individual or with the person who called?
























































File as an individual if:


If you witnessed or have direct information or abuse.


Use this if the person who reports the abuse does not want to report.











File a joint report if you can convince the caller with first-hand information to file.
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
