Due June 1, 2020
Marin County 4-H is committed to promoting higher education. With help from donors, scholarships are available for graduating high school seniors and college-attending students. The Marin 4-H Council offers scholarship funds to eligible candidates. Individual awards vary in amount, with amounts ranging from $250 to $1,000, provided to one to five recipients. The amount and number of awards are based on the number of applications received, the merits of each applicant, and amount of available funding. Previous scholarship recipients may reapply.
The candidate for any 4-H scholarship must be:

· A high school senior, graduate, or equivalent who is already enrolled in or accepted to an institution of higher education. Institutions of higher education include accredited vocational schools, colleges or universities.

· Enrolled in the Marin 4-H Youth Development Program at the time of high school graduation or equivalent, such as receiving a General Education Diploma (GED)

· Enrolled or planning to enroll in at least half of the full-time course load as defined by the applicant's institution.  

· Not older than 25 as of December 31st of the application year.

Applications must be postmarked no later than June 1, 2019. All required information must be included with the application to be considered.
