CLOVER SAFE #67 PROPER MANURE HANDLING AND DISPOSAL

All 4-H animal projects involve the management of manure from small
to large amounts. For example, a 125 pound sheep produces about 5
pounds (Ibs.) of manure/day, a 220 pound swine produces about 14
Ibs. manure/day, a 1,000 pound horse produces about 50 Ibs.
manure/day, and a 1,000 pound beef cow produces about 60 Ibs.
manure/day. This Clover Safe note provides information about proper
manure handling and disposal.
