     Impromptu Speech – For this category, pre-announced topics are randomly drawn and the member has 3 

     minutes to develop a 5-minute maximum speech.

     Interpretive Reading – Any published written work that is appropriate may be used.  No costumes allowed.  

     Time limit is 5 minutes.  Political and religious material is not appropriate.

     Cultural Arts – This category is for an individual or group performance of dance, costumed dramatic 

     reading, musical, or other performing arts.

     Share the Fun – You may compete in this category in addition to one of the above.  This category is for a 
     group skit or presentation that focuses on health, safety, community pride, recreation, citizenship, or another 
     4-H project/activity.  Time limit is 15 minutes.

     Audio/Visual Presentation – This category is for any informational or instructional programs presented with 

     slides, video, or digital representations.  The presentation may be done as a team of two or individually. Time 
     is 5-10 minutes.

     Problem Solving Presentation – This type of presentation uses a prepared fact pattern as the basis for 

     developing an action plan.  This presentation may be done as a team of two or individually.  Time is 5-10 

     minutes.
