Consumer Science Purchased

•
Member can be enrolled in any project to be eligible to compete

•
The entry must be made in this 4-H year

•
$40.00 limit for everything:  including shoes, jewelry and accessories.   (Does not include sales 

               tax.)
•
Receipts for all items are required and are to be purchased in the 2013-14 4-H year. 

•
This category focuses on using consumer science skills while showcasing creativity and versatility 

               while keeping to the $40.00 limit for an entire purchased outfit.

•
The focus is on value not cost.

Upcycled
•
Member must be enrolled in a clothing/textile project to be eligible to compete
•
The entry must be made in this 4-H year.

•
This category involves taking at least one existing garment and turning it into a completely new,

               different and useable garment.  The outfit must also include an accessory made from something

               that wasn’t originally an accessory.

•
A before photograph is required showing the beginning garment/s.

•
Refashioning clothes and accessories is a great way to revamp your wardrobe on a budget

               apron.
