Publicity Chair

The Publicity Chair is responsible for publicizing the conference, both to potential presenters and to those who may be interested in attending but not presenting.  Consequently, publicity is scheduled to reach both audiences in a timely fashion.  Announcements of the conference (see Appendix) are submitted at three times:  1) when the Call for Papers is issued, about nine months before the conference is held; as the program is been assembled, about six months before the conference; and when registration is open, usually November or early December.  Most announcements are now submitted via email, but some are still submitted via surface mail.  Some outlets publish electronically, some publish via print, and some do both.  Some will respond to the announcement with an affirmative reply, but most do not respond.
