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Create a Waterwise Garden
Tips for Success


1.  Know your garden’s various microclimates: sun, shade, climatic moisture levels (coast, wind, elevation, etc.).

2. Select the right plant for the right place in your garden.

3. Consult knowledgeable experts at local nurseries, the Botanic Garden, master gardeners, and research-based resources.

4. Know the traits of the plants you plan to use.  (Remember that small plants strive to grow to their capacity.  Use appropriate judgment in planting a specimen that will grow 8’ X 12’ when your plot is 15’ X 15’.)

5. Prepare your garden’s soil before planting, if needed.

6. Plant together specimens with similar needs (sun, water, soil requirements, etc.)

7. After planting, apply 2” to 4” of mulch.

8. Care for plants by regularly deadheading and weeding.
(Pull one weed, prevent one hundred!)

9. After planting, water regularly until established.
