It is our understanding that olive trees and roses may pass certain diseases back-and-forth, and our yard came with 160 rosebushes which we have started to remove and replace with other plants. We are looking for a recommendation from a master gardener who is very familiar with olive trees as they are the main component of the landscaping.

Eisley's Nursery recommended using one yard of their Garden Blend, plus one yard of mulch, plus eight bags of their Pay Dirt mix. The Garden Blend consists of a mixture of barks and wood fiber with soil and sand.  It is coarse grade. The mulch consists of mixed wood fibers plus iron and nitrogen is added.  It is graded to finer particles. The Pay Dirt blend consists of 45% chicken manure, Redwood sawdust, and mushroom compost.  The mushroom compost is wheat straw, cottonseed hulls, Canadian sphagnum peat moss, cottonseed meal, chicken manure, and gypsum. Does this sound appropriate to you for a brand new veggie/herb bed?  If so, I will order from them, as they are my closest nursery.
