4-H Policy and Information Update

While the program year officially started July 1, many of you will begin hosting your community club and project
meetings this month. As we greet new members and families to 4-H as well as welcome back returning families,
we are reminded of the significant role that 4-H plays in the lives of youth and their families. In a lot of cases, 4-H
is situated as the central out of school/after school extra-curricular activity for youth. This gives us a unique
opportunity to enhance their lives in meaningful and engaging ways. One way to do this is to be sure that we
understand and are committed to the 4-H Essential Elements. The elements are guideposts to help us gauge the
effectiveness of our programs and projects. They remind us that youth do not join 4-H, they Belong to 4-H; they
have a chance to Master relevant skills; they become connected to the larger community through Generosity; they
learn to make choices by practicing Independence. Every project and project meeting, all 4-H events and
experiences should provide every youth access to any or all of the 4-H elements.

I refer you the 4-H Policy Handbook to get more information on the 4-H Essential Elements. I would also
encourage you to ask yourself these questions when planning the next 4-H experience (i.e., club meeting, project
meeting, All-Star meeting):

1. Do youth have an opportunity to build skills toward mastery?

2. Are youth involved in the planning and execution of the meeting or experience?

3. Will this experience be remembered?

4. Will the youth have a chance to practice and to apply their learning?
They are defined more clearly in Chapter 4 of the 4-H Policy Handbook. Check in the documents section:

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e 4-H Enrollment/Re-Enrollment

July 1, 2017 started the 2017-2018 4-H Program Year. Any member participating in any 4-H activity after July
1, must re-enroll at https://california.4honline.com. This is especially important for those youth and adult
members participating in fairs and/or conferences. You MUST be enrolled in 4-H to participate in 4-H
activities. Instructions on how to enroll/reenroll can be found on the Los Angeles County 4-H Website. All new
and continuing Adult 4-H’ers must complete the required online trainings before being accepted in the
program. The 2017-2018 4-H Enrollment fees have increased to $46 per youth and $16 per adult. These
fees will be collected by your club leader.

e 2016-2017 County Record Book ID Form & Information

Be sure to use the 2017 Record Book ID Form for the Los Angeles County 4-H Record Book competition. The
ID Form will need to be printed out and submitted as hard copy. 2016-2017 4-H Record Books are due by
4pm on Tuesday, September 12 to the 4-H Office or by 9pm on Wednesday, September 13 to an
Incentives and Recognition Committee member. Do not use the forms from prior Record Book
manuals. If you have questions, contact an I1&R Committee Member.

o Officer Book Gold Medal

Did you do a great job as a club officer last year? If so, be sure to submit a 2016-2017 Officer Book for the
Officer Book Recognition Program. The information and forms for the Officer Book Recognition Program are
on the LA County 4-H website. The officer records are evaluated using the Danish system of evaluating giving
all officer books a chance to earn a Gold medal. Officer books are due to the 4-H office by 4pm, September 12
or by Wednesday, September 13 by 9pm to an Incentives & Recognition Committee member.
