TALKING POINTS FOR SLIDES

“GARDENING WITH NATIVE PLANTS”

SLIDE NUMBER

1. Point out photo of a native – ceanothus (California lilac).

2 – 5. Self explanatory.

6.  Point out the California Floristic Province in the diagram – extends into SW Oregon and NW Mexico. Note that due to extensive habitat loss from human activity in CA, some of the largest remaining stands of “California” natives are actually in NW Mexico (Baja). CA is one of 36 recognized “biodiversity hotspots” on the planet. CA has more native plants than any other state and has more rare plants than most other states have plants. Two ways to think about natives – human timeline and plant function (part of the foodweb). “Planting a nonnative is kind of like inviting a stranger to your backyard family BBQ. They may sit off by themselves with little interaction with the other guests (native plants and wildlife).”

7.  Here are some examples native CA plant communities (there are many others) – there is some plant overlap between these communities. Describe coastal scrub – lower slopes of ocean facing hills in the summer fog zone, low growing but dense evergreen shrubs like ceanothus, sages, coyote bush, lupine, monkeyflower.

8.  Describe chaparral – dry rolling inland hills, plants are drought tolerant and adapted to full sun and lean rocky soils (need good drainage). Manzanita, coffeeberry, fuchsia, buckwheat, deergrass.

9.  Describe the riparian community – streamside habitat with year round water. Willow, alder, pipevine, spice bush.

10.  Describe the oak woodland – CA’s signature native plant community. Interior valleys and foothills. Open canopy (as opposed to more closed in the forest habitat) with space between groups of oaks. Soil enriched by decomposing leaf litter. Blue oak, black oak, valley oak, interior live oak.

11.  Describe the alpine habitat. High altitude (above the treeline) with shallow rocky soils. Plants tend to be low growing but there can be a tremendous diversity of herbs and dwarf woody shrubs in this harsh climate. Hard to grow at lower elevation but some members like Dudleyas, coyote mint and irises can be adapted.

12.  Describe desert scrub. Generally east and south of the CA Floristic province but contain many excellent garden plants – sagebrush, beargrass, apricot mallow, yucca.
 
13 - 19.  Self explanatory.

20.  Point out the value in having year round offerings to attract and retain wildlife in your garden.

21 - 30.  Self explanatory.
