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Falling off a moving trailer can be a painful 
experience that results in a bruise, laceration, broken 
bone, or other more serious injury. By taking 
precautions and following common sense rules, 
persons can avoid falling off a moving trailer and 
enjoy the experience of participating in a parade, 
taking a hay ride, or traveling cross country on a field 
trip.
