.~ process crop material such as in a grain auger, a shear point
hazard is created. Similarly, when a mechanical part moves
rapidly or forcefully enough to cut plant material such as wheat, a
cutting point is created. Agricultural equipment and machinery
often have shear or cutting point hazards including sickle bars,
rotary blades, flail blades, and auger blades.

Combiné Sickle Bar Cutting Point Prevention of shear and cutting point injuries requires paying
