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One tradition of camping is to have a campfire in the 
evening. Although having a campfire would seem to be a 
relatively straightforward affair, there are several 
precautions that must be taken to assure campers do not 
get burned or the campfire does not inadvertently become 
uncontrolled and result in an unintentional wildfire.
