Prior to the start of 4-H camp, volunteers and staff usually 
must spend time preparing the facilities for the arrival of the 
campers. Preparation typically encompasses cleaning 
cabins, kitchens, rest rooms, recreation areas, and other 
camp facilities. Since camp facilities often are unused over 
the winter, they can become contaminated by animal 
droppings or mold, which can cause disease or allergic 
reactions. This Clover Safe note provides information about 
precautions that should be used to promote safe clean-up of 
4-H camps.
