CREEK HIKING SAFETY

Hiking within and adjacent to creeks provides anopportunity
to observe and learn about plants and animals that inhabit
riparian habitats and creek waters. In addition, creek beds
and banks are ideal places to observe natural processes of
erosion and sedimentation. The impacts of flooding usually
can be observed on creek floodplains. Fresh rock outcrops
or exposures are also common and readily available for
iInspection in creek beds and along creek banks and
channels. This Clover Safe note provides information about
safe creek hiking.
