What is a County All- Star / Ambassador?
Being an Orange County 4-H All-Star / Ambassador is one of the highest leadership positions and rank at the County level. A County All-Star / Ambassador is recognized for their outstanding levels of leadership and understanding of the 4-H program. Some of the County All-Stars / Ambassadors serve in the roles of President and Vice President on the County Teen Council Executive Board that assists in the planning and execution of all county-wide events. This position promotes leadership development, service opportunities, and recognition of outstanding Teen Leaders. The All-Star rank is a non-retiring rank. 

Someone who is… “A TEAM PLAYER.”

· Demonstrates leadership abilities, project achievement, citizenship and maturity of judgment in a variety of situations beyond the club level.

· Has made a continuous contribution to the maintenance and expansion of the 4-H Youth Program in their club and county. 

· Has exhibited a strong interest in continuing in the 4-H Youth Program and has specific ideas as to ways in which they can add guidance and leadership to some phases of the program. 

· Recognizes the opportunities and the responsibilities of being selected as a 4-H County All Star / Ambassador, and is receptive to new ideas and challenges. 

A County All-Star / Ambassador has exhibited the following in their development as a 4-H member:
· A record of leadership experiences

· Public speaking experience and decision making skills.

· A record of experiences and growth of 4-H projects and activities. 

· Maturity

· Growth and development in personal, community, and civic responsibilities.

· Recognition as shown through their sincere efforts. 

What does an All-Star / Ambassador Do?

· Attends 4-H Leadership Conferences such as State Leadership Conference (recommended).

· Provide working leadership and program planning for the following County activities and events:
· Achievement Night

· Plan Leadership Sessions

· Plan Community Service Projects

· Jr. and Teen Leadership Training

· Teen Council Social Events

· Assist in giving the County All-Star and Teen Council Report at the monthly County Council Meeting.
· Attend Sectional Council and Teen Council Meetings (recommended).
· Assist and/or serve on County 4-H Standing Committees (Food Fiesta, Fashion Review, Presentation Day, Youth Expo, Leader’s Banquet, etc.)
· Serve as a mentor for all 4-H members. 
Recognition Upon Completion

1. Leadership pin upon completion of the year of service and the fulfillment of duties as a County All-Star. 
2. All-Star Pin and Patch. All-Star is a non-retiring rank.

3. Recognition at the County Achievement Night Event.
