The garden produces fruit, vegetables, and color
in an ongoing landscaping adventure.

The Ratzlaff Garden - Stan and Brenda Ratzlaff have created a lovely space for entertaining, gardening, and
relaxing. Master Gardener Brenda especially enjoys her cutting garden and 16-foot-long potting bench.

The Purtz Garden - Greeted by a courtyard with outdoor fireplace and colorful annuals, this garden is a treat for
the eyes. Ceramic tiles collected from around the world along with beautiful pots holding unusual plants are
positioned around the entire garden.

The Takao Garden - Reminiscent of an English country garden, this landscape incorporates sustainable
practices and seeks to create zero waste while providing a habitat for pollinators and birds. Perennials
and annuals are packed in with their showy blooms. Arches of roses and fruit trees punctuate the landscape.

GARDEN OF THE SUN - Glorious every season of the year, but especially lovely in spring, the demonstration
garden is tended by knowledgeable Master Gardener volunteers. Admission is free to Garden of the Sun.
