HOW TO MAKE A SUCCULENT STRAWBERRY POT
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1. To begin, choose your pot and plants.  Try to find a pot with cups that open out so soil won’t fall out.  Strawberry pots that have cups that slope downward, often lose their soil.
2. Choose a variety of plant sizes, shapes  and colors.
3. Keep tall plants on top and creepers on the side.
4. Use pottery shards, landscape fabric, coffee filter or craft plastic
to cover the hole.
5. You can add gravel to the bottom of the pot if you want better drainage.
6. Add a fast draining soil or succulent/cactus soil to the bottom of the container.
7. Starting with the holes on the bottom, start filling the holes with 
plants.  Backfill with soil up to the next level.  
8. Stuff the next holes and fill in with soil.  Leave room at the top for
about 3-5 plants.  Be careful not to break the foliage.
9. Cram in the last few plants and make sure to pack in enough
soil.  Top with pea gravel or lava rock.
