About the Campership and Eligibility:

Camperships are available to families who may not otherwise be able to finance the registration fee to
attend the Glenn County 4-H Summer Camp. Financial assistance is available to children ages 5-18 on an
individual, case-by-case basis. Assistance is based on need and funding availability. All information for
financial assistance will be kept confidential. Camperships are not guaranteed and may be issued in any
dollar amount. Preference may be given to children who have not received camperships in prior years. No
cash or money will be awarded directly to the campership recipients.

Procedure:
The financial assistance will be awarded based on the following criteria (not in any order of priority):

e Applicants must complete 4-H enrollment by Monday, May 18, 2026. Enroll online at
https://4hzsuite.org/ and complete the 4-H registration fee payment.

e Must submit the 4-H Camp Online Application.

e Applications for Campership must be completed and postmarked, delivered to the UCCE Office, or
uploaded to the Glenn County 4-H Virtual Drop Box, by Monday, May 18, 2026. Late applications
will not be considered. Link and QR Code are provided below.

e The 4-H Youth Development Program Community Education Specialists will process all completed
forms and will notify the parent/guardian of the amount awarded to each applicant no later than
Friday, May 22, 2026.
